Policy for Irrigation for New Landscape Establishment

Customers of Town of Clayton water system may purchase a temporary permit to irrigate newly established landscape plantings and turf. Under the permit, consecutive day irrigation shall be allowed for a maximum five hour period of time each day. (The time period allowed shall be designated on permit at time of issuance.)  The permit shall expire after a period of 28 days.

New landscape plantings, for the purpose of this permit, are defined as the installation of new sod on an entire yard, whole yard first seeding, or large commercial plantings. The permit shall cover a single project on a particular land parcel.

The fee for the New Landscape Establishment Irrigation Permit shall be $50 or as set by the Town Council from time to time. 
The permit may be extended one time for a period of 28 consecutive days for an additional permit fee.  Penalties for violation shall be consistent with the Towns water conservation ordinance. Water for irrigation shall be billed at the Town’s irrigation rate.

A permit “sign” shall be issued which shall be posted on the property and visible from the street.

Permits shall be obtained at Town of Clayton Building Inspections Office, The Clayton Center, 111 E. Second Street.

Penalties for violation of the water conservation ordinance and this policy are:


First Violation:  Notice of Warning

Second Violation= $250.00


Third Violation= $500.00 & Disconnect
Note 1:  Current Town of Clayton policy for irrigation is to allow alternate day irrigation based on address assignment with all irrigation prohibited on Mondays.

Note 2:  In addition to associated fines for the third and subsequent violations the Town of Clayton reserves the right to disconnect the customer from the irrigation supply source.  In such cases service will not be restored for 45 days.  Notices and instances of violation will span growing seasons for a given customer account.
