
 Starting Tuesday Sept. 7th 
Grades K-5 

Program Description: 

The Clayton Parks and Recreation After-School Program will be offered for grades K-5 and will 
include daily tutoring and, recreation activities such as games, arts and crafts, as well as a once 
a week specialized class. These classes will run in 1 month increments and include pottery, art 
or sports skills.   During the pottery session students will make glazed and functional items such 
as coil pots, mugs, tiles and trays. We will be teaching volleyball, basketball and tennis skills 
during the sports skills session.  A final session of Art will be painting, drawing, creating mosaics 
and learning about using levels.  Time for a snack will be provided but participants must bring 
their own snacks.   

Fees: 

Registration fee of $10 per year 

Monthly fee $128 for residents and $155 for non-residents 

10% sibling discount 

Transportation: 

Transportation will be provided from West Clayton Elementary to the Clayton Community 
Center.  Participants from other schools must provide their own transportation.   

Program Hours: 

The program runs from school dismissal until 6:00 p.m. on regular school days.  

The program will also run on early release days as well as teacher work days from 8:00 a.m. 
until 6:00 p.m.  There will be an additional fee for these days, but after school participants will 
receive a discount.
